9 performance, the notation would have
been 9,9 W.

You might also find something like “x, 6 A”.
The x in the first position means the mark
is not a PR, but the performance is No. 6
in U.S. history.

We note all-time list positions for World
(W), U.S. (A), College (C), Juniors (WJ or
AJ) and High School (HS).

We also denote yearly list leaders for the
World (WL), U.S. (AL), College (CL; Division
