Dick Leutzinger of the Eugene Register-Guard tells us just 
what Bill Dellinger has been doing since 1960. 

Some day, after old age has hardened his arteries, taken the 
elasticity out of his muscles and stiffened up his joints, Bill 
Dellinger may stop running. 

But at age 30, the Thurston High School physical education 
teacher hasn't begun to worry about that day yet. . 

,_ Despite the fact most people believe he's approaching.the 
end of his fourth year of retirement, Dellinger is now rlitliling 
faster than ever before. 

You see, Bill Dellinger never really retired, even though 
prior to the AAU he hadn't run a race since September 24, 198(). 
He just hadn't run in competition for that long. 

Having run in almost every European and Scandinavian _ 
country as well as Australia and most of the major cities in the 
U.S., Dellinger had done just abo~t all the traveling he cared · 
to do. 

He couldn't bring himself to the point of really quitting1 · 
though. 

"I had in the back of my mind all along that if 
came along, I 'ct compete in 1964, '' he sa~'At the 
wasn't sure whether that would really be my last race ever 

Between 1960 and 1963, Bill ran simply for the pleasure of 
it and to keep his weight down . Occasionally, he ran in an 
all -comers meet, too. '1 never even thought of that as ei:Qg 
competition, though, " he says. 

All the while, Dellinger was keeping his foundation--built 
between 1948 when he first started running in Grants Pass and 
1960 when he competed in his second Olympic Games --from 
deteriorating. 

Last September, he decided he'd build something on top 
of it. 

'1 've never really had any incentive to get back in shape and 
travel, but I think the Olympics are another matter. There's 
a little incentive--being able to represent your country and 
being able to go to Japan instead of Back East, where I've already 
been. 

'1 knew that if I was going to make a bid to make the team 
I 'ct have to start training and do it the right way, " he says. ·So, 
beginning September 1 and working out twice a day, every day,. 
Bill resumed serious training. 

'1 followed it pretty religiously, " he says. "I will admit it 
got awfully tiresome, but I didn't really get tired of it until I 
had put in so much I knew it would be stupid to quit. 1 'd put 
too much into it. " 

But for a three -day spell when he had a cold and a 15-day 
layoff in March when he had the measles, he went at it like a tigey. 
The 18 days in between nearly wrecked his plans, though. _ ·. . ... ·• 

"That really set me back," he says. '1 would have liked-to run 
in a couple of meets, but I didn't want to run in them until I w~s 
back to where I was. ti By that time, six to eight weeks hadi)assed. 
and, because of conflicting plans, there wasn't a meet to enter. 

Age, Dellinger says, will be no detriment to his comeback. 
"I think the secret is to run until you 're mature. This is one of 
our (United States) faults, I think. Our-runners sometimes quit 
before they've reached their best age. . .· 

"I think if vou took two Gerry Lindgrens and one of them worked 
for 10 years 01: so, the one at 30 would be stronger. I'm sure that 
if a fellow can keep running and keep the desire to compete, some­
\vhere between 26 and 32 he should reach his peak-- at least for the ~ 
5000." 

Dellinger is confident the three U.S. representatives--Bob 
Schul ( "he certainly has the inside track"), Jim Beatty, Ron 
Larrieu, Danny Murphy, Lindgren, himself or anybody else-­
will do well in Tok.-yo.
