p. m. he calmly accepted u-,e enthus1ast1c congratulanons of teammate Phil 
Shinnick and prep.ired to attempt 17 feet. His last of three vaults was his best, 
one that would have cleared 16' 10", but he flattened out too soon. Sternberl( 
said, "I don't attach much s1gmhcance to records made with the fiberglass 
pole. Cornelius Warmerdam still 1s the greatest." 

Happy go lucky Uils IV1Il1ams ran around two curve,-, with relaxed 
speed and trailed Adolph Plummer by three yards into the stretch of the -HO. 
Two weeks .igo Plummer hau st.iyed ahead in a startling -l-l. <l, but tonight 
Williams beat him at the tape, both being ttmeu in 45.6, one-tenth under the 
off1c1al world record. Rex Cawley was only fl\e yards back, better than h1~ 
"official" ume of 46.6. 

Peter Snell, faced with five of Amenca"s seven fastest milers and ad­
n11ttedly "about raced out fur the season', succeeded tn running a tactical mile, 
hut Carv We1s1ger g.illantly made It the best tactical mile Ill htstory. Six run­
ners hn1shc>d under four mtnutes, the fastest non winning times for all five. 

Young Morgan Groth led .it the qu.irter in 57. 8, hut he ga ,e way to Jtm 
Be.itty, who led at the half in 1. ">9. ll. Wtth .1 I.ip and a quarter to ~o, and the 
9- man held Still tntact, We1s1ger tried to steal the race with a long drive. 
He opened a 5-yard isap at three quarter,-, in 2: 57. 8, hut the surprised Snell 
was .ilread> after him, hunched wtth Jtm Grelle .ind Dyrol Burleson On the 
backstretch, they caught up with We1s1ger, followed belatedly by Beatty, who 
had fallen 15 yards hack on the curve. 

We1s1ger led into the curve. Snell slowed to stay on hts shoulder and 
isl.rnce h.ick at the others. Weisiger p.issed the 1500 meters m 3·39.3, a new 
off1c1al American Record Then Snell shot past him, followed by Burleson. 
Snell won handily in 3 55. 0, fourth fastest ever. Burleson let down when he 
saw he Lould not win and lost second and an Amenc..an record 3. ">5.5 to 
Beatty's fast finish. Grelle c.iught the fading We1s1ger five yards from the 
f1msh in 3.56.4. We1s1ger's 3:56.6 was erroneously announced as 3:57. l. 
Bub Seaman, who almost he.1t Wes Santee in -1.lll.-1 here eight years ago, 
r..111 3:59. l for 6th place. (See ,-umm.1ry fur I.1ps tunes and pos1ttons.) 

Snell said, "I didn't have my usual KILK. I had more left, but I 
couldn't use 11. It was .1 real hard race." 

Plummer, edged by W1l11ams 111 that great HO, came haclc wnh an am.1· 
zrng frn1sh tn the 220. Bob Hayes, who had run two 9.3 hundreds, heat .ind 
final, wabbled awkwardly out of his blocks Ill the 220 and made up the stagger 
on Plummer by the middle of the curve. Plumrrer, four yards back of Hayes 
and three h.ick of Drayton rnto the stretch, sped smoothly past both to 20.6. 

Al Oerter's winning streak came to an end Ill the discus even though he 
threw 202'8~". Jay S1hester, who last heat Oerter (tn the 1961 AAU), threw 
20-1'-I". Silvester averaged 197' on fne throws plus .1 foul at 200'. Oerter 
averaged 198 feet. 

Murra> Halber.;, roundrng into his best form, was out to get Bruce 
Kidd rn the 5000, but heh.id to heat P.it Clohessy instead. Kidd, sufferrng 
from a ~ore heel, set .1 -1·26, 8:59.7 pace, then slowed to 13·27.8. Halberg 
Jumped tnto a 5-,ard le.id with 'iOO yards to go, but 11 was Clohess, who 
followed and p.issL'll the 01> mp1c cha111p10n. H.ilherg, holding h 1rnself in 
fospue Clohessy's :;7. 7 I.1st l.ip, waited unttl the last curve, then won by six 
yards. Max Truex .ind Dann\ Murphy dropped out. Halberg•~ 1 mile· 13.26 2. 

Bill Crothers, part of .in Empire sweep, waited until the last curve of 
the 880 aft er running 24. 5, ">3. 0, ..1nJ 1 20 0, then showed the power he has 
prev10usl} exh1b1ted on!; indoors. He g.11ned about ten \ards on the curve and 
won in 1.-17. l. Steve Haas, l place-winner 1n last :,ear's AAlJ 220, moved 
rnto 880 contentwn with a fast frn1sh l -18. 7 for second. Surprise of the race 
w.is Dennis Carr, .1 ht.;h school ho\ whose pre,wus best was I.SO.CJ He

Hurdles--Apart from a notable 14.l in the highs by a British 
Junio 7, J.M.Parker, at Rouen, France, on 19 May, the best 
clockings ware registered at Wendlingen, 12 May, in the 
"intermediates", when Helmut Janz had to produce an 
all out effort to beat Ferdinand Haas. Time for both--
51.4. 
~--Valeriy Brumel made his outdoor debut at Moscow 
on 19 May and cleared 2.15 (7'0 111'). He did not compete in 
the decathlon though. New national records were set by 
Cornel Porumb for Rumania and by Roberto Galli for Italy-­
both with 2.08 (6'10"). 

Pentti Nikula went down to defeat at Somero on 12 May-­
he failed at 4.80 (15'9") after clearing 4.50 (14'9")() and 
had to be content with third place behind Nystrom and 
Laitinen, 4.70 (15'5") both.

MacArthur and those near him hope that this ume the truce w!.ll last 
through the 1964 Olympics, and that there w!.ll be no further 1unsd1ct10nal at -
temps to pre,ent athletes from competmg when and where the} wish to 

Here 1s the blow-by-blow story of the aLtlOn 
May 27- -Reunng Manhattan coac.h George I:.astment announced his 

school's athletes had been given per miss 10n for summer AAU competH 10n 
Eastern Collegwte Athletic. Commissioner Asa Bushnell confirmed that his of­
i11.-e had advised :v\anhattan that this action could be taken 

May 31--Acting on lllStruLtions from the USTFF, Bushnell sent the 
ECAC s 133 member colleges a dlrecuve c.ontrad1ctU1g the above act10n, and 
asking athletic directors not to give their athletes permiss10n for summer Lorn -
pet iuon unless the meets were sancuoned by the USTF F as well as the AAt.: 
This act10n was based on ere USTFF's mterpretd.tlOn of the January 19th agree­
ment and a subsequent rulmg by MacArthur on l\.1arch 12 

June 3--The ECAC letter was made public. New&papers and wire ser­
vices confirmed that athletic directors were follow111g the ECAC-Federat1on 
directive, and that athletes were not being given permiss10n to compete 111 open 
meets unless they had USTFF sanc110n 

June 4--In response to press requests for a clarification, Gen MacAr­
thur issued a statement reneratmg the principle of unrestricted competltion 
for all athletes, but without specific reference to the current situat10n. On the 
theory that he 'thought he was dealing Wllh gentlemen (a quote from a Mac.Ar -
thur aide), the general expected this statement would resolve the cns1s 

June 5--Four ma1or conferences mdicated they saw nothing 111 the Mac­
Arthur statement which changed their posn10n The AAU sent a telegram to 
MacArthur requesting a ruling, asking, 'ls this a m1smterpretat1on of your 
directive? 

June 6--MacArthur issued the following statem':!nt, which lS reprmted m 
full 

"Some of the confusion which seems to exist over the question of sanc­
uons of athlet1c meets lS apparently due to a mmmterpretation of the dec1S10n 
rendered by me on March 12 With reference to this maner 

"In order that there be no further misunderstanding I reiterate my rul -
rng on that issue to this effect Open meets are under the sole sancuoning power 
of the AAU Such meets do not require sanction of the NCAA, the USTFF or 
afflliatedgroups These latter groups have complete control over their c,wn 
i;:art1c1patrng rnd1vidual athletes, sub1ect only to the lim1tat10n contailled ill the 
January agreement that they wlll refram from any action which illhib1ts the free 
paruc1panon of any athlete except upon personal grounds 

ThlS allocauon of authority was successfully followed for many years 
"The action of the USTFF through its afflliate, th<. ECAC, which has 

apparently been taken under a misWlderstanding, m effect bars college athletes 
from open meets and is m contra vent 1011 wnh the agreement of January. 

'Whlle I am loathe to exerc1Se the arbitration authority conferred upon 
me by the January agreement I feel that It is necessary 111 this case to direct 
that such acuon of the ECAC be immediately rescinded ill order that the meets 
may be proceed as scheduled 

"The issue of sanctioning authorny lS apparently the maior poillt of con­
tention between the two groups and this clanflca11on should permn a resumpuon 
of normal acuvmes by both ' 

Reacuon from most pornts was immediate, and favorable Bushnell 
said, 'We are all very happy that thlS upsetting matter has been cleared up by 
the General's rulmg " Tom Hamllton, Big Six Comm1Ss1oner, said rus confer -
ence would comply Manhattan athletic director Ken Norton said, "I hope that 
we are never agaill put ill a pos1uon where we are forced to refused permission 
to any athlete to compete 

Later that night, the USTFF wired General MacArthur requesting a clan­
flcat1on of two questions They were 

1. Are we pnvtleged to 'approve, authorize or sanction' part1c1pat1on 
of our athletes 1n competltlon? 

2 Does the AAU tryout meet 111 St. Lows compel USTFF athletes to 
register with and 10111 the AAU agarnst their will as a requ1s1te for part1c1pat10n 
111 the meet? 

June 7--MacArthur answered the two quest10ns with a telegram which re­
vealed him to be a master of irorucal expression, as follows 

"The decis10n as to sanct1ons for open meets lS set forth m my statement 
of June 6 as clearly as I can make use of the English language. This dec1s10n 1s 
fmal 

"Specifically, the answer to your first question is that you have complete 
control of your own college meets, and ill open meets you have admill1strauve 
JUr1Sdlct1on over your own part1c1paung rncilv1dual athletes, subject only to the 
limitation contailled m the January agreement that you wlll refrarn from any 
action which lllhibits the free part1c1pa11on of any athlete except on personal 
grounds. 

"The answer to your second question 1s that a cert1f1cat1on fee IS requir­
ed which I understand for the St Louis meet is ten cents per participating ath­
lete There lS no requirement upon such participating athletes that they J0ill the 
AAU 

lf any details of admimstrauon are ill doubt they should follow past pre­
cedence and be m support of your statement that the USTFF 15 very anx10us the 
U S has ns best athletes available 'or the Russian meet and all other domestic 
and illternauonal compeut1on " 

On receipt of this message, Bill Russell, president of the USTFF, ill­
structed all conferences to give thell' athletes perm1ss1on to compete in open 
meets, and the controversy was, for ere time being, restored to an uneasy

First, It tried, through the l'<CAA and the maJor conferences, to keep 

college athletes out of the l'<auonal AAU champ10nsh1ps, thus in effect handing 
the USA-USSR meet to the Russians 

Then n ignored a vaguely -worded but qune -dear· ill - ill tent n.,q uest to 
desist from General MacArthur 

And fmally, after t,.,1ac.Arthur had made his poslllon crystai wear, 111 a 
ringu~ statement which reiterated his primary insistence that no athlete should 
be deprived of an~ proper opportunity for co.:1pet1t1on, the USTFF replied with 
a telegram whose wording asked, m effect, 'Have you stopped beat1ng your wlfe 7 

But Judge for yourself After the :vlacArthur statement wh1c.h directed 
the USTFF to stop trying to keep athletes out of the AAU-sancr1oned open meets, 
the Federat10n asked him by wire Does the AAU tryout meet m St Louis com· 
pel USTF F athletes to register with and JO ill the AAU agaillst their w tll as a 
requ1s1te for partic1pa.t1on ill the meet?" 

Well, that's one way of putting It But 1t ignores the fact that college 
athletes also have no cho1cg about whether they become members of the USTFF, 
and that most athletes are quite wllling to pay the $1-or-less AAU reg1strat1on 
fee for the vastly 111creased opportunity It gives them to compete 

The USTFF has charged all along that AAU pracuces are dictatorial and 
Wldemocrat1c Yet many athletic directors and most track coaches privately 
deplored the USTFF ruling aga111st compet111g ill the National AAU meet 

Let's make on thu~ clear The USTFF started as a legnrmate protest 
movement agaillst many bad AAU practices But it is no longer that The AAU 
has corrected some faults, and those of us who watch the AAU closely (and have 
been cr1t1c1zing 1t for years) believe that a real change for the better has taken 
place 111 the AAU 's attitude toward its Job and Jts athletes. 

But, as 11 has worked out, the USTFF rules the colleges by fear Ath­
letic directors of maJur colleges are afraid of losing TV and tournament dates 
ill sports hke football and basketball, wruch pay off big ill money and publicity 
These are controlled by the NCAA heacquaners, which 1s the real force berund 
th~ Federation ill terms of orga111zat1onal support, policy making, andmoney 

Only one athletic director I know of has acted ill defiance of the NCAA -
Federat1on dlrect1v1es He's Blll Cobey of the U111vers1cy of l\.1aryland, who per­
mitted pole vaulter John Belitz.a to compete ill the Massachusetts K. of C. illdoor 
meet 111 defiance of an earlier NCAA-USTFF ban. At the trme, Cobey said, 'We 
gave our word he would compete, and we're st1ckmg by 1t ' Orchids to him, to 
Maryland coach Jim Kehoe, and to Belitz.a hrmself for acting hke men 

Another athletic director, Ken Norton of Manhattan, also showed si me 
illtest1nal fonuude by giving hlS athletes perm1ss10n to compete ill the· AAU 
meets this summer - -thus stanmg the most recent flare -up 111 the fight There 
must be a few others, and I wish I knew their names so I could add to an honor 
roll that's all too short 

NCAA officials are quick to poillt out that theirs lS a democratic organ-
1zat10n, and that Walt Byers, secretary of the NCAA, 1s not a dictator 'Walt 
has nearly 600 bosses the almost 600 members of the NCAA ' Yet It 1s a 
truism that a man with 600 bosses has no bosses m fact And in fact, Byers' 
600 bosses have permitted him considerable freedom ill supporting the USTFF-­
w1!h, among other thillgs, a good deal of the NCAA's money 

Obviously, a strong central executive JS needed m such orgaruzat1ons as 
th'- NCAA and the AAU. Once power has been voted democratically, It 1s essen -
ual for that power to be used centrally, and strongly The question 1s. How 
and for how long? 

Shouldn't the athleuc directors have let NCAA heao:iuarters and USTFF 
heacquarter::j, know they were opposed to the new rulmg? Each one of those 600-
odd bosses has a telephone. Were.they short-s.1ghted, confused, or afraid? 

No matter what the mot1v~ of the USTFF were in promoting a new ban 
on AAU-sanct10ned meets, Jt wlll be remembered as "the ume the F ederat1on 
tried to throw the Russian meet." 

It 1s hard to beheve that college presidents and athletic dlrectors wlll 
want to be thought of ill that way Perhaps ill the future they will be less eager 
to give the NCAA and the USTFF such blanket authority as they have in the 
past. 

Certamly the athletes of America deserve better treatment from the 
colleges, coaches, athletic directors and adminJStrators who clarm to repre -
sent them 

General MacArthur, and those around hrm, have our smcere and lasting 
thanks for their swift and decisive handling of the cnsIS. 

Now It's up to the college presidents and their athletic drrectors to stand 
up and be counted Not many people get so clear cut a seqmd chance.

Track Talk 
by Cordner 1'elson 

Ldte headltne news: AAU · NCAA dispute flares anew. Meet with 
Russia may be called off. MacArthur says neither side has asked for a ruling. 
MacArthur says, .. A matter of semantics". 

Webster's New Collegiate D1ct10nary gives two deftmuons for "seman­
tics". One is "the science of meanings". The other includes, "human behav· 
tor in reactlon to symbols". 

Douglas MacArthur, a general 1 greatly admire, has said the dispute 
between the AAU and the NCAA 1s a matter of semantics over the word 
"sanction". The genera! must have m mind def1mt10n number one, but I be­
lieve defm1t1on number two applies III this case. 

The word "sanction" ts now the bone of contentlon, srnce both sides 
cl.um the right to sanction meets. "Sanction" has three def1111t1ons: (1) a 
"ceremonious rat1f1cat1on", (2) "That which induces observance of law or cus­
tom", (3) "A coercive measure ... ". Take your choice. Number 2 certainly 
does not .ippl}. Number 3 is being apphed, unfortunately. But number 1 
LOrnes nearest to the proper meaning of "sanction". It should be a simple 
granttng of permission to athletes to part1c1pate. 

The AAU has .i nght to grant or deny permission to tts athletes to 
compete m .iny meet. The NCAA has the same right. But both sides are 
deny mg this simple f.il.t because they don't want the other side to have power. 
Both sides are taktng the ridiculous position of saying, m effect: "We won't 
give you perm1ss10n (s.inction) 1f the other side does." 

I think It 1s ttme to give the sport back to the athletes .ind their coaches. 
Pol1t1cs 1s a corrupting !Justness, at any level, and this 1s supposed to be an 
honorable sport. Now we are threatened with a loss of our 1nternat1onal team 
to Russia. He.id co.ich Payton Jordan satd, "If we can't send our best, I 
tloubt the Russi.ins would want us to come.•· 

Let's examtne the snuatton and try to determine how much strength 
our U.S. team will lose if the NCAA athletes do not enter the AAU meet .ind 
so can not qu.iltfy for our mternanonal team. Let's look .it the best men in 
each event, check which are college athletes (notmg the gr.iduatmg semors 
who may corn~te as they please), and guess at how the AAU men would do 
.igamst Russ1.i compared with I.1st year's results. 

100 Hayes and Sayers, who ran 1·2 last year, are both collegians, 
but both arc tneltgtble for the NCAA and so may be .iva1lablc. If not, John 
Gilbert and Ir.i Mun.hison or Paul Drayton could st11l run 1-2.
