Dyrol Burleson is still undefeated against Tom O'Hara, which is indicat­

ive of his great competitive record. According to the Eugene Register-Guard, 
this is how his record stacks up since the end of his freshman year at Oregon, 
five years ago: He has won 54 of 69 races he has entered (through Compton), 
not including relays; he has won every single 880 he has entered, including one 
in 1961 in which he beat all three 1960 Olympic Games medal winners--Peter 
Snell, Roger Moens, and George Kerr, he won three NCAA and two AAU mile 
titles, the only ones he has entered during the past five years; he has been 
beaten outdoors by only two Americans--Jim Beatty twice and John Camien once-­
in mile or 1500-meter races. And his times are impressive too: 1:48 .2, (880), 
3:40.9 (1500), 3:55.6 (mile), and 8:42.5 (two-miles). I'll bet very few people 
realize his record is that great ••. Perhaps even more significant than the fact 
that eight runners finished lDlder four minutes at Compton was that all of them 
achieved their best marks of the season and four of them recorded life-time 
bests. Of the eight, four are collegians and one is a high schooler. Morgan 
Groth nipped Archie San Romani in the May 30th Oregon versus Oregon State 
dual, 4: 02. 9 to 4: 03 . 5 but San Romani evened the colDlt at Compton by three -
tenths in 3:57 .6. Last year, Groth beat San Romani five times. This year 
Archie has beaten Morgan three of four times. Their life-time bests in the 880, 
mile, and two-mile are remarkably close. Morgan has run 1:47 .5, 3:57 .9, and 
9:00.1, while Archie has done 1:49.5, 3·57 .6, and 9:01.1. •. But even more ex­
citing is the battle for supremacy between Groth and John Camien. For the past 
three years, since 1961 when both were seniors in high school, only a tenth of 
a second has separated them. In 1961, Groth led 4:10.0 to 4:10.1, but in 1962 
and 1963 Camien led with 4: 09. 7 to 4:09. 8 and 4: 00. 7 to 4: 00. 8. This year, 
however, Groth has a decided jump over Camien, who was the only major US 
1500/mile candidate who did not run at Compton. Camien "s best is 4:00. 7 
compared to Groth's 3:57 .9--and most of the races the rest of the season will 
be at 1500-meters.

Many people have expressed their indignation to T&FN concerning the 
70 yard-too-short steeplechase course and the six inch-too-low barrier at the 
Compton Invitational. Not only does this negligence rob Jeff Fishback of a bril­
liant victory over George Young and an Olympic qualifying time, but it casts 
suspicion on all the other fine races during the meet, particularly the mile and 
SO00, which of course were quj.te official. Statisticians have figured that F1sh­
baclc's 8:33.2 was worth a 8:44.8 and George Young's 8:34.8 a 8.46.4, one of 
which was just under and the other of which was just over the Olympic standard 
of 8:46 .0. Steeplechaser Ray Hughes' feelings are printed in the Quotable Quotes 
section. Perhaps Forrest Jamieson, coach of Jeff, sums up the feelings of 
many: "We're all human and make errors but in the steeplechase we're too 
human."

Fred Hansen was a 16-foot vaulter last year as a senior at Rice Univer­

sity (he did 16'1" at the Texas Relays and 16'f" at the Kansas Relays). And 
while be placed founh in the NCAA at 15'91", he finished 12th in the AAU at 
15'0" and received little notice from the press all year. This year, word leaked 
out of Houston that he had done 16'7"' twice in practice, 16'4" in an exhibition, 
as well as a flock of 16-pluses in practice. California Relays meet director Tom 
Moore gambled and brought Hansen to Modesto. He responded with a 16'4½" to 
equal Don Meyer's 1964 world best and to beat a number of 16-footers. Still, 
his world record 17'1" vault at the Texas Federation on )me 5 came as a sur­
prise to most. But he proved, eight days later in San Diego, that it was hardly 
a flulce. He reached 17'2"' for the third 17-foot vault in history. 

Born December 29, 1940 at Cuero, Texas, Fred Hansen is 6'1" and 
weighs 185 pounds. He is a fifth year gra<ilate student at Rice, taking pre­
dental courses after graduating with a hlsiness degree a year ago. He will en­
ter dental school either this fall or--if he makes it to To.lcyo--next winter.

Compton, Calif., May 28--Paul Wilson of Warren High in Downey be­
came the first prep to scale 16 ft. in the pole vault at the Southern Section semi -
finals meet here tonight. Only 16 years of age, Wilson bettered his own mark: of 
15-7½ which he accomplished a month earlier in the Mt. San Antonio Relays in 
Walnut. His leap tonight also marked the ninth time he had cleared 15 ft. or 
higher in this his Junior season. 

Ryun Anchors Wichita East to 3:25.0 with 1:51.0 
Manhattan, Kan., May 15--Jim Ryun, the lanky Wichita East junior who 

has been mentioned in these columns many times in the past, ran an anchor 
1:51.0 half mile to give his school the national record in the sprint medley re­
lay in the first day of the Kansas State Track & Field Championships. The 
Wichita East team clocked 3:25. 0 to go well under the listed 3:27 .4 set by a La 
Habra (Calif.) foursome in 1961. Chris Forsberg led off with a 49. 9 quarter, 
Dwight Hart followed with a swift 21.2 and Earl Yarbrough a 22 .9 for 220 yards 
before Ryun roared oomewith his 1:51.0. 

Kelly, a Junior, Blazes 1:50.4 
Champaign, Ill., May 16--For a boy who feared running too fast, Larry 

Kelly wished he had gone a bit faster in the earlier going. 
Kelly, only a junior at Maine East High School in Parle: Ridge, Ill., 

crushed the national prep 880 record with a blistering 1:50 .4 in the Illinois State 
Track & Field meet today in the University of lllinois Stadium. Kelly's memor­
able run came Just two days before his 17th birthday and broke the U.S. Prep 
mark of 1:50 ,6 which was shared by Tommy Carroll (Fordham Prep of NYC) and 
Tommy Sullivan (St. George High in Evanston, Ill.) Kelly's run also bettered 
the National Interscholastic mark of 1:50.9 set last year by Dennis Carr (Lowell 
of l,a Habra, Calif.). 

Kelly figured to go aboot 56 .O for the first lap and have plenty left at the 
finish. He was amazed when he went past the half-way mark in 54.0. '1 should 
misjudge like that all the time" said the new record holder. 'l felt good and I 
thinlc: if anyone had challenged me I could have found the lc:ick to beat them off, " 
he said. 

It all started in his freshman year when he reported for the school basket­
ball team. 'l got cut from the squad. I wanted something to do in the winter 
months so I started running, " says Larry. He's been running faster and faster 
ever since. 

The 5-11 and 150-pound runner may be called a natural by some, but 
there has been plenty of dedicated, hard work involved. Much of the credit can 
also go to his father, George, who ran a l.1.6 "1arter when he was in high school 
and who finished in fifth in the State meet. He later ran at Illinois before a leg 
injury sidelined him his junior year. 

Larry remembers his first 880. '1 ran 2:31. I could only get better." 
Andhedid. Herana48.6relaylegasasoph. He'sdone22.6for220, 50,6 
in the 440, 4:23. 8 in the mile indoors, and the past winter displayed unmistak­
able signs of greatness with a 1: 53. 2 half mile. He's also been clocked in 
1: 13. 0 for 600 yards. 

The three years of preparation includes details like getting up at 6 .a .m. 
each morning to run three miles before going to school. His father recalls 
following him in a car while running three miles on Saturday afternoons--- "so 
he wouldn't get stale over the weekend." 

What training program does he follow? He runs cross country in the fall, 
competes on the indoor track in the winter and then has the regular outdoor cam -
paign in the spring. "Most of our training is sprint work. Some days we may 
run as many as 25 220s. Usually we '11 run a 220, walk the same distance, then 
run again." 

What lies in the future for Kelly. The modest new prep phenom will pre­
dict only one thing. He '11 do his running for a different school his senior year -­
It will be Maine South instead of East. The new school will open in September 
and Kelly lives in that district. If he repeats as the state winner, he'll become 
the first runner in Illinois history to win two titles for two different schools . 

McCullouc h Runs 13.7, 18.1 to Beat Caminiti 
Norwalk, Calif., May 29--Earl McCullouch smashed one and tied an­

oc:her National Prep record while beating a lad who had accomplished the same 
feat in earlier meets during the running of the Southern CIF Tracie Ii Field ' 
Championships on the Cerritos College track. 

McCullouch, of Long Beach Poly, clocked 18.1 to dip under the listed 
marle of 18 .3 in the 180-yard low hurdles after equalling the high hurdle mark 
of 13. 7. Steve Caminiti of Crespi Carmelite (Encino), who clocked 18 .1 and 
13. 7 in ear).ier meets, finished third in the highs (13 ,9) and second in the lows 
( 18. 5) toniglx. Roger Moody of Corona was second in the highs in 13. 8. 

The two record setters went into the meet unbeaten and lured 11, 329 
spectators for one of the classic meets in southland history. 

Previous low hurdle record holders were Californians Tom Hester (San 
Bernardino) and Ed Moody (McClymonds ofOalc:land) 1962 and Alvin Mann (Fres­
no Edison) 1963. John Turek (North, Miami, Fla.), estaDlished the high hurdle 
standard in 1960. 

Kelly's 1:52.4 Helps Maine East Run 7 :47 .4 
Parle: Ridge, Ill., May 20--Larry Kelly didn't equal his national record run 

of less than a week ago, but his 1: 52. 4 anchor leg helped his Maine East team 
set a new prep standard of 7:47 .4 in the two-mile relay here today. Kelly, 
whose 1:50.4 in the Illinois State meet on May 16 marked a new 880 record, 
Kelly was forced to come from behind before edging ,>ast a Proviso West team 
which two days earlier had broken the prep distance medley mark with a 10:09 .3. 
Proviso West clocked 7:47 .9 for two-miles behind the boys from Parle Ridge. 
Runn~ in order for ~ine East were Paul Skiba (2:02.8), Jeff Murdy (l:54.9), 
Ted Zillmer (1:57 .3) and Kelly (1:52 .4). For Proviso West it was Jerry Mentz 
(2:01.6), Jim Letterer (1:56.8), Bruce Bowman (1:56.2) and Craig Grant (l:53.3).

Proviso West Tops in Distance Relays 
Richard McCallister is known as one of the outstanding coaches in the 

prep ranks and also known to us as the master of the "understatement." 
He starts off his reply to a request for results of his program at Proviso 

West High in Hillside, Ill., with--"The year of 1964 was a relatively good year 
for our team." His idea of a "relatively good year" would cause laughter among 
many, but then he may be looking to the future where he may expect more than 
a 10:09 .3 out of a distance medley relay, 7:47 .9 from a two mile relay team, 
and more than three milers under 4:18.1 in the same season. That is what re­
presentatives of Proviso West have done in 1964 and with many underclassmen 
in the ranlc:s, McCallister may very well be looking ahead. 

His reply came just a few days after his two-mile relay team ran the 
7·47 .9 (second best in history) behind the new national mark of 7:47.4 by the 
Larry Kelly anchored Maine East team from Park Ridge, Ill. The marks 
McCallister sent to us may be outdated:---in fact we know that one is---Craig 
Grant having run 4:16.2 since. 

Grant, only a junior, was the key figure in the distance medley mark: 
which shattered the oldest relay record in the book. Proviso West's 10:09.3 
on May 18 shattered the 10: 17 .1 set by Compton, Calif., in 1959. Grant ran 
the three-lap portion of the race in 3·02.9. 

Bruce Bowman, a junior, started the fireworks with a 1:56.9 for the 880, 
senior George Smith clocked 51. 7 for the 440, then came Grant's 3·02.9 and a 
4: 17. 8 anchor mile by senior Jim Letterer .. 

The record came just two days toUowing the Illinois State meet. 'lt was 
not the best time to run psychologically, " says McCallister. &it kids shooting 
for records sometimes don't subscribe to psychology. It was just two days later 
that Proviso West followed Maine East in the fastest prep two-mile relay of all 
time. Three juniors made up that team for Proviso West--Jerry Mentz (2:01.6), 
Bowman (l:56.8) and Grant (1:53.3) on the anchor. Letterer, the only senior, 
ran third (1:56.2). 

'With plenty of rest between races, we should have been able to run 
10: 01. and 7:42." says McCallister. 'We will not even get a chance to run at 
our 4-man 4-mile national record (17:42)--our best times add up to 17:24." 

A few of the high spots in Proviso West's productive 1964 season include 
17 milers under 5 minutes, 11 under 4:50, 8 under 4·40, 5 under 4:32 and three 
under 4:18.2, two of them juniors. In the 880, 18 from all classes bettered 
2:15, 9 were under 2:10, 7 under 2:02 and 4 under 1:57 .5. 

Next year is a long way off, but already McCallister is loolc:ing ahead at 
tries for the two-mile and four-mile relays. He sees a 17:00 potential for the 
latter. 

Ryun and Lindgren Break Mile Marks 
Jim Ryun and Gerry Lindgren, whose international class exploits are 

well chronicled in this issue, both had a hand at setting the national interschol­
astic mile standard with Gerry coming out on top. 

Ryun did it first. He ran 4·06 .4 in the Kansas state meet at Manhattan 
May 16. Wiped out was the 4:08. 7 by Dennis Carr in 1962. 

Lindgren, running without competition as did Ryun, took away the record 
in his state meet at Pullman May 23. The time was 4: 06. 0. 

Castronovo Also Ties Prep lows Mark 
Ithaca, N .Y ., June 6--Don Castronovo of Oceanside High School now 

shares the National Prep 180-yard low hut'llles record with two Californians who 
earlier had crushed the listed mark of 18 .:l'with 18 .1 efforts. 

Castronovo ambled over thE' low sticks in 18. 1 during the New York: State 
Public High school Athletic Association Championships on the Cornell University 
track. The meet was conducted under 70 degree temperature. There was a 
slight drizzle during the meet but the anemometer showed the wind was under 
legal limits in every race. 

Ray Chernock, Oceanside coach, said "Castronovo could run under 18. 0 
on a good track and under good weather conditions . I kept him out of the highs 
specifically with the 18. 1 in mind."

The rule book recommends that timers do their clocking from trackside 
and judges their piclcing in an elevated position not more than 20 feet away. In 
the Iowa State meet, timers and judges were seated in a section on the back row 
of the bleachers more than 50 feet from the track. Many coaches complained, 
because those who were 25 feet closer to the finish, were getting faster clock­
ings. We have run across many loiw time followers of track and field who pre­
fer the elevated position away from the track ... Leon Forman has had many 
standout athletes at Long Beach Poly, but he tabs Earl McCullouch as the best 
he's had. Forman cites interesting items to emphasize that fact. Like 
McCullouch being involved in 47 races the past season and winning all 47. The 
breakdown: 22 high hurdles wins (average time 14.2), 19 low hurdles (average 
18.7)four100s(9.7, 9.8, 10.0, 10.0), one220(21.7)andone440(50.2). He 
,cored 225t points during the season, 10 of them to help his team tie Je.ffersro 
of Los Angeles for State team crown. He also broad jumped 22 '7", triple 
jlDllped 45''7!" and ran 21 relay legs ..• Jolm Linta Ill (Malabar of Mansfield, 0. ). 
whose father once held the prep pole vault record at 13 '91" in 1939, cleared 
15'0½" in the Ohio Classic Meet at Mansfield on June 6. 

Craig Wallace clocked 9 .5 and 20. 7 in the sprints at the Ohio Classic, 
the latter on the straightaway with the wind under 3 mph. He had a windy 9.4 
in the State meet and broad Jumped 24 '2i" while representing Dunbar of Dayton .•. 
Aquine Jackson, Boys Tech of Milwaukee, Wisc., set a State meet record of 9.5 
on June 6. He did 21. 5 in the 220 but had done 20. 9 in a sectional meet earlier 
in the season ... College coaches also are high on John Seefeld of Whitefish Bay. 
Wisc., who has flipped the discus 177'7½" ... Bob Hawke, freshman and sopho­
more class record holder in the discus, has fallen short of the junior standard 
but still is the national leader with a toss of 185'2½". He has been troubled by a 
wrist injury and the usual poor weather in his native Butte, Mont ..• Gene 
McClain, 4: 13 .8 miler and 1:54.0 half-miler for Salina, Kans., will be heading 
!or the University of Kansas in September .•. James Hines of McClymonds in 
Oalcland, Calif., breezed to easy wins in California State meet with 9. 7 into 
headwind and 21.3 around a turn. He did 9.4 and 20.9 earlier in season, the 
latter clocking equalling the curve mark established earlier in season by George 
Aldredge of Highland Park in Dallas, Tex. 

Prep athletes did themselves proud in the Texas Federation meet in 
Houston June 5. Clyde Duncan (North of Des Moines, Ia.) beat a strong field of 
sprinters in 9 .6 and 21.3 (curve); Harold Wooten (Central of Galveston, Tex.) 
was second in 120-yard high hurdles (42-inchers) in 14.1; Web Loudat (Roswell, 
N. M.) finished third in the mile in 4: 14. 2 and Brian Woolsey (Castleberry of 
Ft. Worth) was next in 4:15 ,9, and Johnny Morriss Qoncs of Houston) was third 
In high jump at 6'4" ... Mark Gibbens, junior at West Lafayette, Ind., was timed 
In 33:21. ln for six miles in the Indiana State AAU meet June 6 and Don Leedy of 
Goshen was right behind in 33:27.Sn. This was Leedy's first season of running . 
. • Elvin Bethea (Central of Trenton, N .J.) became the third best shot putter in 
prep annals when he did 66 •4¼". Only Dallas Long (69'3") and Randy Matson 
(66 'lOt ') have done better ..• Broad jump buffs at the California State meet were 
disappointed when soph sensation Jolmny Johnson missed the meet because of ill­
ness, but Bobby Bonds (Riverside) made up for the loss with a 25 '3" leap on his 
final try--best by a prep this season.

Walnut Creek) 181 '2" in discus (four others over 171 '). Muir of Pasadena was 
an upset winner in 880 relay with swift 1:26 .4. Jefferson of Los Angeles nipped 
rival Los Angeles High in Friday trials, 1:26 .1 to 1:26 .2. 

Failure to place at least second in relay cost Jefferson an outright team 
crown, but it shared that honor with Long Beach Poly with 13 points . Muir of 
Pasadena was third with 11.

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EUROPEAN REPORT 
by R. L. Quercetani 

Several Europeans came up with surprisingly good marks in the second 
half of May and early in June. ln addition to Ludvik Danek, whose European dis -
cus record was briefly reported in the last issue, the brightest stars of recent 
weeks on this side of the Atlantic were--Andrezej Badenski of Poland. who had 
times of 20. 7 and 45 .9 in an inter-club meet, Robbie Brightwell, the European 
400 meter champion, who ran a 1·48.1 half; and Lynn Davies, also of Britain, 
who became Europe's fourth 8-meter (26'3") broad jumper. Then, of course, 
Valeriy Brumel 1s still there--on top of the world list at 2 .18 (7'11 "). 

DASHES 
Bernard Laidebeur of France and Fritz Obersie-brasse of Germany are 

the latest finds. The former whipped the British elite in a 10 .5 metric century 
at London, 18 May for a narrow victory over Lynn Davies, David Jones and Peter 
Radford, all of whom were also timed in 10. 5. Laidebeur later traded wins with 
European 100 meter champion Claude Piquemal--on one of these occasions the 
timers caught Laidebeur in 10 .2 and Piquemal in 10 .3, but a wind of 3. 80 m/s 
(8. 5 mph) nullUied the winner's mark for record purposes. Obersiebrasse ran 
a sizzling 10 .1 at Hamburg. 24 May, winning from Heinz Schumann ( 10. 2) and 
Sergio Ottolina of Italy (10.3)--here too an assisting wind of 3 .90 mis (8. 72 mph) 
made the marks statistically unacceptable. 

Andrzej Badenski, 21, ran 400 meters in 45.9 (Polish record) and 200 
meters in 20. 7 at Jena on 23 /24 May, then did 46. 2 at Bergamo, 7 June. Veteran 
Josef Trousil of Czechoslovakia, who did 46 6 in 1956 and 46 .4 in 1961, im­
proved to a surprising 45. 9 at Prague on 29 May. 

MIDDLE DIST~NCES 
Brightwell, who admittedly wants to concentrate on the one-lap event for 

Tokyo, made excursions on longer routes and showed a remarkable degree of 
endurance -at Leyton, 6 May, he ran 800 meters in 1:50.1, and at London, 18 
May, he beat John Boulter, 1:48.l to 1:48.2, in a nip and tuck 880 yards tussle. 

Michel Jazy has been having troubles of all sorts in recent weeks, but 
the last weekend of May again found him in good form as he ran 3:46 .3 (1500m) 
and 8:07 .4 (3000m) on successive days. 

LONG DISTANCES & STEEPLECHASE 
Ron Hill of Britain continues to shine at all distances, his best in a track 

event so far being a 28.15. 0 for 6 miles (Preston, 9 May). In a pentagonal meet 
at Minsk, Boris Yefimov won a close battle over 10, 000 meters from Faiz Khuzm 
--29:13.0 to 29·14.8. Lazar Naroditsldy did 8:43.4 for 3000 meters steeple­
chase m the same meet. Jozef Macsar of Hungary beat West Germany's best 
steeplechasers at Kassel, 28 May, with a promising 8:44.6. 

HURDLES 
Anatohy Mikhailov ran the 'lughs · in 13 .8 at Leselidze on u; May. Italy 

has a fine bunch of good hurdlers right now, but Salvatore Morale so far looks 
like a shadow of his 1962 self. A week after doing 51.6 in Austria, Morale was 
beaten in his own country by Robert Poirier of France--52.0 to 51.8. Jorg 
Neumann o' Germany, who was second to Morale in the 1962 European Champion -
ships, scored an important 51. 7 vil.:tory at Krefeld, 24 May, beating Ferdinand 
Haas and Helmut Janz (both 52. 0). 

JUMPS 
Russia's new high 1ump star, 22-year-old Andrey Khmarsldy, improved 

to 2 15 (7'~ ') at Leselidze, 16 May, and almost beat Valeriy Brumel, who also 
did 2 .15 but had fewer misses. Olympic champion Shavlakadze was third at 2 .10 
(6'10-f'). A week later at Minsk, Brumel cleared 2 18 (7'lf'), best in the world 
this year, and Khmarsldy (who ranked 35th in the world in 1963) was second at 
2.10 (6'10-r'). Edward Czernik set a new Polish record of 2.15 (7'~ ') at 
Zielona Gora on 17 May. 

Manfred Preussger, veteran German pole vaulter, upped his all•time 
best to 4 .906 (16 'l") at Leipzig, 9 May. A month later, Tomasek of 
Czechoslovakia went 4.91 (16'1¼") for a new Czech record. 
DAVIES HAS 3 JUMPS OVER 26-FEET 

Lynn Davies opened his outdoor season with a promising 24 '11½' (7 .60) 
at Cyncoed on 22 April. He 'exploded" at London, 16 May, with three jumps 
over 26' (7.92)--the longest of these, 26'4¼" (8.03), was ruled out for record 
purposes because of an aiding wind of 3 .1 m/s (6.93 mph), but his second best, 
26'3¼" (8.00), was perfectly legal. The Welshman thus became Europe's 
fourth 8-meter man, after Ter-Ovanesyan, Steinbach and Eskola. At the time 
of writing, 21 men have mastered such a distance, with or without wind. Of 
these, only 9 are Caucasians. In addition to Davies, Britain surprisingly has 
two other 25-feet-plus men in John Morbey and Fred Alsop. Alain Lefevre set 
a new French record of 7. 79 (25 '6fl ") at Paris, 18 May. Leonid Barkovslciy beat 
Igor Ter-Ovanesyan on the basis of having the longer second jump after both 
had done 7 .68 (25 '2½") in the Minsk pentagonal meet. 

Serban Ciochina of Rumania is a triple jumper of amazing consistency. 
After doing 16 .16 (53 '0¼") in different meets he had a peculiar day at Sofia, 7 
June. After doing 16.20 (53'1~") three times, he pulled out one of 16.23 (53'3"): 
Second in the latter meet was Ryszard Malcherczyk of Poland at 16 .16 (53 '3t"). 

THROWS 
Viktor Lipsnis and Vilmos Varju top the shot put list with "American" 

marks. The former raised his Russian record to 19.23 (63'1") at Leselidze, 
16 May, and the latter bettered 19 meters (62 '4") in three meets. 

Here are some details on Danek's European record in the discus. The 
feat occurred at Vyskov on 10 May and Danek had the following series: 53. 75 
(176'4") - 59.52 (195'3") - 52.54 (172'4½") - 61.70 (202'5") - 62.45 (204'10½")-
60.65 (198'11½''). Danek had done 60,80 (199'5!'') two days earlier at Brno. 

Jerzy Klockowski of Poland had a discus mark of 54.64 (179'3") on 1 May, 
then created quite a stir by improving to 59. 78 (196 '1½") at Gdansk on 23 May. 
His better known countryman Zenon Begier is firmly ·established in the 190' re­
gion and old warrior Piatkowski happens to be only third in the Polish year list.

1 was 
probably on the way to collapse too, but I stopped when my ears began to nng 
and my head started to feel "stuffed up." All I could think of was Bob Soth's 
staggering collapse in the 10,000 against the Russians in Ph1ladelph1a. llrecken­
rldge, Green, McKenzie, Eblen, and many other sohd marathoners didn't make 
the finish. Johnny Kelly did, but l've never seen him look worse atter a race.

Th~ ... Emerging Forces 
by Cordner Nelson 

It seems that all over the world newly emerging forces are making gains 
against the United States, but m one quiet revolution the process 1s being revers· 
c.-d: In the world of track and field the most exciting of the newly emerging 
forces is the U.S. distar,ce runner. 

In 1963, U.S. milers were the fastest any nation ever produced, and this 
year, already, eight U.S. milers have run 3.59. 0 or faster in one race. At the 
other extreme, Buddy Edelen is establishing a solid reputation as one of the 
world's greatest marathon runners. In between, Americans are in the process of 
a drastic revision of the all-time U.S. list. At Compton, three Americans better­
ed Jim Beatty's American citizen record of 13·45 for 5000 meters, and the total 
number of Americans under 14:00 is now ten. All except one of those are still in 
competition. In 1960, by way of comparison, only one U.S. runner had ever 
broken 14 minutes. 

• To choose the runners who will represent U.S. at Tokyo is impossible at 
this time, because of this dynamic upsurge. Bur to begin a survey of the possi­
bilities, here is a list of the active runners with their all-time best marks. 
(3-mile times plus 28 secondi- are lii-ted with an • in the 5000 meters hst, 
6-mile times+ one minute are In the 10,000 list.):

Starting w1th the o.;teeplechase, we '.irst eli1mnate Bob Schul because he 
says he will nor run 11. An:ordin~ to co.ich Carl Cooper, George Young "is 
training four hours a day". Young's 8:47 . .J at Mr. SAC proves he is in ,;hape. 
Cooper thinks Youn!l will be better than ever and should be an Olympic contender. 
Cooper reminds us of two ch.iracteri!<t1cs of Young to keep in mind. "He has 
great courage," says Cooper. But he also "has J tendency ro hlr hurdles". 
Anyone who -;aw Young fdll ..it Rome, or in the 1962 Russian meet, witnessed 
both charactensucs. For Young bounded to his feet and fought valiantly. 
Young 1,s picked o;e<.ond ro Traynor by such runners as Jeff Fi,;hback, Harry 
McCalla, aml Hal Higdon. Fishback says Young "has the rnosr experience". 
Higdon s.iys, "George Young has run fast times, but he always ,;eem,; to trip 
over a hurdle at the wrong time," Some people heheve Young can afford to 
trip once in a race and still run 8:40. 

Pat Traynor, according to Fishback, "is a very strong runner and has 
a goodly amount of speed Cdpabi11t1es". McCallJ, on the other hand, say!< 
Traynor has "good form" and 1s "a dedicated worker with experience. but his 
best mile 1s 4:05, so he <-an be beaten." Everyone seems to agree that Traynor, 
m spite of an occasional bad race, will make the team. 

Jeff Fishback s.iys, "I expect to run under 8:40," but "I cannot predict my 
chances" because "there are four or five men capable of making the team in the 
steeplchase". Coach D1z Miller says, "Jeff Fishback should greatly benefit from 
his international competition," anc. "He has come a long way on plain hard work 
and guts. He Is the hardest worker I have ever coached." After his Compton 
race (at 2936 meters), F\,shback must be rated the man to beat. 

Keith Forman, generally regarded as having the best chance to break into 
the top three, is having an erratic year. After running an 8:37 2-mlle indoors, 
he has run i-ome poor races outdoors. Coach B111 Bowerman says, "He is one of 
tfle most dedicated young men I have ever worked with." Last fall, Bowerman 
satd, "I know of no reason why Forman, in the steeplechase, should not only be 
our top American m that event, but with Jnother year's maturity, and should he 
continue to 1968, he will not only be the top steeplechaser in the world, but he 
could well be one of the top 5000 merer men." 

Vic Zwolak has indicated he will go for the 5000 meters. Mike Lehner 
is not running as well as when he was a sophomore in 1962. Ray Hughes and 
Ron Davis appear to have only outside chances. Harry McCalla has mysteriously 
lost his form, Dick Krenzer, who ran 8:57.8 in his first steeplechase has brought 
his mile time down to 4:04. land could well be a factor. Ireland Sloan ran 9:02. l 
after running the 10,000 meters at Kansas. He had to step on each hurdle. 1-fe 
Rays, "I am learning to hurdle." Higdon says, "I think It depends on which 4:00 
miler or 14:00 5000 man suddenly decides his Olympic prospects would be 
better 1f he could lea m to hurdle." 

In the 5000 meters, Jim Beattv would appear to be a potential gold medal 
winner, but his condition is doubtful. A layoff last summer to heal his leg was 
followed by a severe gash in his foot in November. Much traveling over the state 
of North Carolina in his Job h3!1 prevented all-out training. Higdon says, "I feel 
that after having been so completely dominated by Igloi for so Jong he may find It 
difficult to muster the will to train with his previous intensity." At Modesto, 
May 22, Beatty had not ;et mustered the will, but he said he would "train hard 
from now on". He was confident he would not only get in shape but would run the 
fastest mile he has ever run. And the next night he did manage to run two miles 
in 8:40. He said his enforced lay-off "may have b«-en a blessing In disguise", 
enabling him to shake off his 1njunes. But, as coach Larry Snyder quips, "Only 
time will tell." 

Bob Schul, after his great Compton race, suddenly became the man to 
beat. With his exceptional finish mg speed he is all but certain to make the team. 
Nothing said about Schul before Compton makes any sense now. If he Is not 
sick or Injured, he will make it, 

Ron Larrieu also ran a strong race at Compton, but he Is an erratic 
runner. Even at his best, he could find himself beaten by Schul, Beatty, and 
Lindgren, and so he may very well move up to the 10,000, where the contenders 
have not yet brolcen through into new ground this sea11on. 

Bill Dellinger, an Olympian in 1956 and 1960, has been out of competition, 
but a recent report says he has run a practice 3-mile in 13:25. If so, he may be 
running at Tokyo. 

Billy Mills, a blue-eyed Sioux with talent and new determinat10n, appears 
to be a solid contender but he may choose the 10,000. 

Runners wnh 13:50 potential include Charlie Clark, Dale Story, Jim 
Keefe, and Julio Mann, who becomes a citi;z;en on June 19th. Clarie and Keefe 
may favor the 10,000. Story appears to have little chance. 

Danny Murphy is a talented runner with erratic habits. Coach Diz 
Miller says, "He could easily be the greatest long distance runner in the world 
within five years, or he may have run his last great race. When he is right he is 
great and in spite of his age and laclc of experience he could go to Tokyo. 1f he 
can overcome his personal and physical problems he will run 13:38 and 28:40 
this summer." 

Vic Zwolak says his chances, at 5000 meters, are "as good as any of our 
top dto;tance runners". He explains: "It loolcs as though this year will be the 
ftr!<t of my career that isn't mrerrujXed by i-ickness or injury." 

This brings us to high school boy Gerry Lindgren. He is definitely a 
threat to the world record. He'll have an extra two aod a half months to 
mature, an advantage over older, already-developed runners. 

Higdon offers some startling speculations about the '\000 meters: "If 
McArdle makes the team in New York at 10,000 and can talk the Olympic 
committee into seeding him into the 5000 in September he could malce the team 
here. But while we are talking about seeding, let us consider thi!S possibility. 
Suppose Tom O'Hara makes the 1500 meter team tn July. Then suppose someone 
in authority decides to seed him into the 5000 at the September trials. I think 
O'Hara has the ability to win a gold medal at 5000 meters, but he'll have to beat 
lbrleson m July to get the chance." 

In the 10,000, Buddy Edelen and Perer Mc Ard le appear standouts, but 
Edelen has said he will run only the marathon. Higdon, however, says, '1 expect 
the Olympic Committee to be wise enough to seed Buddy mto the September 
trials, which he should win." Edelen himself says, "I am handicapped at this 
di-;rJnce by my lack of speed." 

H11-,'llon says, "I expect Pete McArdle to make the team m the trials in the 
east by winning in around 29:00." McArdle says the 10,000 "is pretty fast for a 
man of my age," but "All my ,·ompetitors know that I seldom run a bad race. I 
am never afraid of anyone and I will run my heart nut against everybody. Some­
one will know they have been in a race." 

Jun Rearry said, last fail, "I am unable to ao.;certarn whclht:r or not I will 
Jlso Jttem pt the 10, 000 meters. However, I can sJy I have thought about it." 
The poss1b1l1ty of such a double in the U.S. system 1s remote, unless he could 
be seeded into one of the Los Angeles finals. 

Another pos,;iblir.y for seeding would he Bob Schul. 
Higdon sJys, · The third plaLe i'- up for grabs. Jim Keefe or Lindgren 

conceivably Lould make the team here 1f they want to try Les Hegedus and 
Oscar Moore must he <.ons1dered dark hor-;eo.;." 

Jim Keefe, accordin11; to Ireland Sloan, "1s a very good runner when he is 
running well, but I believe his best event 1s the 5000 meters." Keefe is known to 
prefer shorter races, even though he would seem to he a leading contender at 
10,000 meters. 

Danny Murphy could run one of hts good races and mJlcc it (o;ee ",()(JO 
meter-;), but he would be forcetl 10 run three consecutive races over IO, 000 
meters, a task he has never completed in the pa-;t. He must be rated an out­
sider, but he definitely ha!< the potennal, and that potential 1s greJter for the 
10,000 than for the 5000. 

Ron Larrieu is another erratic runner with the potential to make the 
team, although his speed could better be used in the 5000. Sloan says, "He 
is very inconsistent", which means he can i-ometimes be very good, 

Ned Sargent, who ran a fine race last year and also placed .second in the 
AAU, is something of a mystery this year. He has not been racing and. as a 
marathon contender, he may be training solely for that event. But if he has 
unproved over last year he will be a hard man to beat. 

Ireland Sloan was regarded as a great prospect two years ago, but he 
was injured last year. He says, "I am much stronger than I was two years 
ago and have acquired better speed. I am training very hard. I do not believe 
29. IO is out of my reach. My chances of making the Olympic team is about 
50-50, if not better." 

John Gutlcnecht has been training regularly only since the middle of May. 
Charlie Clark is a determined runner, usually consistent tn important 

races, who may be difficult to beat. He is no longer running shorter races, 
apparently training for the 10,000. His recent 28 58 6-mile puts him into 
contention. 

"John Macy is very tough when he 1s running well," says Sloan. "but I 
do not believe he can meet the standard, especially under good competition. He 
ha!< no speed." 

Billy Mills, off his 30:08 last year and hts improvement at 5000 meters 
this year, may approach 29: 00, which could make the team 

With nine of ten runners cJpable of 29:30 this year, selection of the 
second and third 10,000 meter men will probably come down to the last two laps 
at the Coliseum in September. Four years ago, no U.S. runner had run 29: 58 

In the marathon, Bud Edelen has already made the team wtth a remarkable 
victory ar Yonkers. The other two positions appear u,1certain. One of the 
leading contenders is Hal Higdon, first American to finish at Boston lao;t April 
His analysis of his chances tell the marathon story: 

"My performance ar Boston suddenly labelled me as a contender. But 1t 
wa,.; my dedicated attention to training over, yes, the past year and a half that 
made me a contender. Right now I am exuding quiet confidence, but there are 
others who want to m.ike th.it team as much a!< I. 

"Seemmgly Peter McArdle would be a contender, but I hear he may con­
centrate first on ffi!lking the team _?.t 10 kilos. 1f he does this the temptation to 
run against the Russians m July instead of in the second marathon trial may :,e 
too much for him. Also while Peter posted a fast time n '1is first marathon, 
his next two were disastrous. And while he has been p0 ing good two and three 
mlle times lately he has perhaps stayed awy \ t s too long. (See pg. 23) 



"Johnny Kelley says he's not interested in trying out for the team be­
cause of family responsibilities (his wife's expecting). Also John has been off 
form lately although he apparently has been training hard. I don't think he will 
either try for the team at Culver City or make it if he tries. 

"George Foulds ran a 2:25 in February supposedly with an arm in a cast. 
At the same ume he did It m apparently perfect condinons. I don't particularly 
take Foulds too serious as a contender, but then he probably would have had the 
same reaction about me before Boston. 

"Alex Breckenridge has been performing well tut not brilliantly over the 
past four years. I suspect that some of us are going to have to flop for him to 
make the team. 

"Gar Williams has a bad knee right now, but even without it I don't think 
he has the basic speed to make the team this year. 

"Because the second marthon trial is on the West Coast, several Califor­
nia runners must be rated as challengers. Ned Sargent ran a fast race at 
Culver City m 1963 and a poor race at Yonkers six months later. 

"Norm Higgins must be ranked as a possible because of his fast time at 
Culver City last year: 2: 19 Is good no matter how easy the course. I fear him 
more than Sargent. I don't think Nick Kitt has the basic speed. I think it's 
going to take a 2· 18 to make our marathon team this year. 

"I must admit I fear the California weather more than I fear the Califor­
nia runners. I feel that given reasonably good weather conditions I will pre­
vail, but If the temperature is abnormally high you can throw away the form 
chart. I will prepare for Culver City by doing a good deal of training along the 
beach near my home where the sun on sand and water will help give me a pro­
tective tan. I hope to come to Culver City looking like Ralph Boston. If I am to 
make the team I must do it in the, face of a Californian challenge in Sargent's 
and Higgins' back yards." 

All this distance talent is emerging into a real force. No matter which 
of the above runners make the team, that force will be felt at Tokyo.

Gerry Lindgren 's 5000 meter race at Compton has to be the most excit­
~ track race I've witnessed. I call it Lindgren 's 5000 because although the 
little prep finished · only' fourth he was responsible for a good share of the ex­
citement. 

I have always enioyed a good distance race more than any other track 
event for the simple reason that it lasts longer. If you like ice cream you enjoy 
a dish more than a spoonful. If you enjoy man-to-man competition in track you 
naturally enioy 14 minutes of lt more than 10 seconds or four minutes. 

Few distances races are exciting throughout. Usually the tension builds 
gradually, hitting a climax in the last lap or two. The 5000 in the 1952 0 lym · 
pies was this type of race. Emil Zatopek, Alain Mimoun, Herbert Schade and 
Chris Chataway finally dropped the rest of a class field, then battled furiously 
all of the last lap. On the backstretch Zatopek appeared beaten, but he came 
back to win as Chataway spilled just before the homestraight. Until Compton 
this was my favorite 5000 race ever, and one of the best of any event. 

: The excitement at Compton started before the gun. There was the best 
! ever field of Americans, plus Bruce Kidd, a fine, colorful runner, and Bill 
I Baillie, touted by many as at least co-favorite for the Olympic title. Baillie had 
been pointing for this race as the peak of his visit. Kidd was quoted as saying 
he was ready for his greatest performance on a favorite track. There were the 
unanswered questions of Jim Beatty's fitness (he hadn't run much all year). of 
Bob Schul 's real potential (after a great indoor season he had been under wraps), 
and of Lindgren' s ability to run WI th the big boys at this distance. Danny Mur -
phy had looked good at Fresno in his first race of the year, Tom Rodda had sur­
prised in the Coliseum, Ron Larrieu was stepping up a notch after a good two­
mile at Modesto, Charley Clark and Julio Marin were rounding into top form 

I Canadian youngster Chris Williamson is a 13:35 three-miler and Bob Seaman was 
giving the 5000 a big try with !ugh hopes. 

All the elements of a fine race were there, including a fast track and 
good weather. But track is unpredictable and you don't always get the full poten -
tial from such elements. Right from the very start, though, this race had the 

I 

earmark of true greatness. When the gun went off Bruce Kidd sprinted into the lead 
but Lindgren sprinted longer, long enough to take the pace away from the older, 
more experienced opposition 

Tracy Walters, Lindgren's very capable coach, was sittimr with me and 
added to the excitement. 'Don't do it, Gerry, don't do it,· he moaned. '1 was 
afraid he'd do something like this.· Then, as the field came by toward the end 
of the first furlong, Tracy called out, 'Relax, Gerry, relax.". Gerry may have, 
but I never did. 

The country boy from the wilds of eastern Washington towed the field 
through a 61 lap, then settled down to a somewhat more realistic pace. But 
soon he was challenged by Kidd, another of that rare breed who likes to con -
trol the race. Kidd tried to take over, but Lindgren fought him off. Kidd tried 
again, and again Lindgren picked it up and held the lead. Finally Kidd darted 
by. 8.it a half lap later Gerry challenged. This time it was Kidd who fought to 
hold the lead. Several times they changed places while the rest of the field 
remained in close contact. 

The pace was fast and an American record was in sight. But the pace 
usually slows down in these races and many a fast early pace has produced some­
thing less than a record. Here, though, Lindgren, with the help of Kidd, kept 
the pace honest. By fighting to hold the lead, and to regain it, Gerry assurred 
a fast tempo . 

Schul took the lead at 2} mlles and Lindgren was pushed to fifth. It look­
ed as if the kid had had it. But the next time around saw Gerry up in third, just 
a half second back By this time Beatty was gone and after Larrieu in fourth the 
rest .had lost contact. Still the race was far from decided, anything could hap-
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pen, and the tension zoomed. 
The final lap was furious . Schul and Baillie moved strongly, opening a 

gap on Larrieu and Lindgren. Now I could hardly control myself with excite­
ment. Quick looks at the watch confirmed that a mighty fast race was in store. 
Schul and Baillie were sprinting. Larrieu and Lindgren were losing ground but 
battling each other and in sight of wonderful times. Murphy wasn't too far back 
and was about to finish in an unexpectedly good time. The others, while seem­
ingly badly beaten, were rwming well. It was just about too much. 

In the final 188 yards, from the three mile mark to the finish, Schul was 
sprinting, covering the distance in a record 22 .4. It was quite a sight. So was 
the picture of nine men streaming across the finish in better than 14:02--a sight 
never before seen by me, or anyone else. 

Time may dull some of the excitement. But until it does, the performan -
ces, the depth, the personalities, the tactics combined to produce a glorious 14 
minutes, memory of which still excites me. 
COMPLAINTS 

1. Choosing the U.S. team to meet the Russians on the basis of the AAU 
is not the best way in this Olympic year. Ordinarily it's the lqrical way, but this 
year it works undue and unfair hardship on the college athlete. The collegian 
has to go all out in the NCAA, often with three races, one weekend. The next 
weekend he has to go all out against even tougher competition in the AAU • And 
on the third weekend he's really in tough as. he fights for an Olympic team shot 
m the semi-final trials. Three such high pressure weekends in a row will be 
too much for a number of athletes and they are faced with an unenviable choice-­
either forego the AAU and a chance at the Russian team, or take the chance of 
doing poorly in the crucial Olympic trials. The AAU meet will be stronger than 
usual for an Olympic year, but it's too bad the AAU isn't in a position to worry 
more about the athlete. And we may have a weaker team than the one chosen at the 
Olympic semis. 

2. NCAA college division schools and athletes are taking a beating. An 
athlete from a school electing to compete in the college division has a harder 
time gettmg into the NCAA meet than does a university division athlete. And 
the small college division school has to bear a greater financial burden than 
the larger, usually more affluent, university division institutions. Bob Hayes, 
for instance, can run three 9. l's this year but be ineligible for the Eugene meet 
unless he first competes in the CD meet the week before. Alld he must place in 
the first six. Tlus wouldn't be hard, but supposing Bob is disqualified, or over 
sleeps, or has a tummy ache? He won't make it to Eugene. But the UD runner 
who has never broken 9.5, and that perhaps 1n doubtful circumstances, will sail 
into the championships solely on the basis of this one time And Hayes either 
has to wait around, 3000 miles from home, between meets, or pay for an added 
round trip cross country ticker. No matter how you figure it, it'll cost every 
CD school more to put an athlete into the Eugene meet than it will a UD school.

I Prepster Bob Hose 
ued the all-time high school record of 1 49.2, while Ron Whitney and another 
high schooler Jim Ryun finished next in 1·49.6 and 1:50.3. Ninth place was 
1·51.2. Jim Dipree felt severe pains m his chest, and dropped out m the first 
turn of the second lap. 

Cary Weisiger tried to get away from Bob Schul in the mile after passing 
the 1320 post m 3·02. 6 but Schul passed him on the straight to win by nine-tenths 
m 3·59 .1 In the two-mile, Jim Beatty won m 8 38 .4, two seconds to the front 
to Tom Rodda. Tom Laris and Julio Marin finished in 8 43,0, Rodda led m the 
early stages of the last lap but Beatty shot past with 220 to go.
